Grace Community Church was founded in 1967 by a small group of families who gathered for Sunday

worship in a rented storefront on Colorado Boulevard. Under the leadership of founding pastor Rev.

Harold  Mitchell,  the  congregation  grew steadily,  and  in  1974 they  broke  ground on  the  current

sanctuary at 415 Oak Street.

Over  the  decades,  Grace  Community  has  remained  committed  to  its  founding  vision:  to  be  a

welcoming place where people from every walk of life can encounter the love of Christ. The church

has  grown  from  those  original  twelve  families  to  a  vibrant  congregation  of  over  two  hundred

households.

Today, Grace Community Church is led by Senior Pastor James Williams and serves the Pasadena

community  through  weekly  worship  services,  small  groups,  youth  and  children's  programs,  and

active  outreach  ministries  including  a  monthly  food  pantry,  English  language  classes,  and

partnerships with local shelters.

As we approach our 60th anniversary, we give thanks for the faithfulness of those who came before

us and look forward with hope to what God will do through this community in the years to come.
